TO FIND YOUR DOG’S TRIAL RESULTS: www.aactrialresults.com/id/id.html 
AAC Starters Class: The starters class shall be for dogs not having earned the Agility Dog of Canada (ADC) title. A dog must achieve 3 clear rounds under 2 different judges to be awarded the ADC title. 
AAC Advanced Class: The advanced class shall be for dogs that having earned the Agility Dog of Canada (ADC) title, but that have not earned the Advanced Agility Dog of Canada (AADC) title. A dog must achieve 3 clear rounds under 2 different judges to be awarded the AADC title. 
AAC Masters Class: The Masters class shall be for dogs having earned the Advanced Agility Dog of Canada (AADC) title. To be awarded the Master Agility Dog of Canada (MADC) title by the AAC, a dog must achieve 3 clear standard rounds under 2 different judges. An Agility Trial Champion of Canada (ATCHC) must earn a MADC and a MGDC. 
AAC Veterans Class: These classes shall be for dogs seven years of age or older that are currently competing in any Standard Agility Class and for dogs five years of age or older who have competed in the Specials Agility Class for a minimum of one calendar year. A dog may no longer compete in standard titling classes after being entered at an official trial in any Veteran class. 
AAC Special Classes: These classes are open to all dogs but are intended for dogs that for any reason the handler elects that it is best for the dog to jump one jump height lower than the dog would at it’s regular jump height. A dog in Specials will have the option to move into Regular classes once during the dog’s career.
Games Titles & Progressions: Two Starters game leg must be earned to progress in that game. Once 2 legs are earned in each game a Starters Games Dog title is earned. In Advanced games,3  legs must be earned under two DIFFERENT judges in each game to earn an Advanced games Dog title. Once three qualifiers are earned in a game, the dog must enter Masters classes in that game. In Masters, 4 legs are required under two different judges to earn a Masters title in that game.

CLASS DESCRIPTIONS
For complete rules visit the Agility Association of Canada’s website: www.acc.ca 
STANDARD AGILITY: This game demonstrates the dog’s and handler’s ability to perform all obstacles. The sequence of the obstacles, and the time required to complete the sequence, will be determined by the Judge. 
JUMPERS: This game demonstrates a dog’s natural jumping ability, The dog is required to complete a course comprised of jumps and tunnels as prescribed by the Judge, 
SNOOKER: This game demonstrates the handler and dog’s versatility as they work together against the clock. The object of the game is to accumulate as many points as possible in the opening and closing sequences with in the allotted time. 
GAMBLERS: This game demonstrates the handler’s strategy and the dog’s ability to work at a distance from the handler. The object of the game is to accumulate as many points as possible during the opening sequence and successfully complete the gamble. 
TEAM RELAY: This game demonstrates team spirit, strategy and sportsmanship. Effect  Jan 1, 2009 The Masters Team Relay Dog of Canada will require 2 Starters, 3 Advanced and 4 Masters Team Relay Q’s.
Steeplechase: This game demonstrates the dog’s ability to run and jump at high speeds while maintaining control on the A-Frame and weave poles.

Challenge Class: This game tests the handling skills as well as the speed of the agility team.  The level of this class is to reflect a similarity to World Level courses in its difficulty and handling requirements.

JUNIOR HANDLERS: The Junior Handler Program is open to all youths 17 years and under. Youths and dogs may compete without regard to their performance levels in the normal AAC agility class framework or to their accomplishments in any other venue. Under these rules the dog may run in a category or at a height other than its usual one. A Junior Handler may handle a different dog from one course to the next. The dog may or may not be owned by the Junior Handler. Any dog entered with a Junior Handler may not run the same course twice.

REMINDERS TO EXHIBITORS

Exhibitors, through submission of entry, acknowledge that they are knowledgeable of AAC rules and regulations, including but not limited to the following: 

· This event is open to all dogs being at least 18 months of age, purebred or mixed breed, except bitches in season, aggressive dogs, or dogs suffering from any deformity, injury or illness which may effect the dog’s physical or mental performance, or any dogs showing signs of aggression. 

· Obstacles shall be chosen from those described in the current edition of the rules and regulations of the AAC (rules are available online www.aac.ca ). 

· No leads, collars, food, toys or other aids or devices shall be permitted on the course at any time, including during familiarization and course-walking. It is expressly understood that exhibitors alone are responsible for the behavior of their dogs and/or children. 

· All dogs must be penned, crated or on leash when not in the ring. All dogs must be under control when exiting the ring. Any dog engaging in aggressive or out of control behavior upon exit of the ring may be disqualified and / or required to leave the show grounds and NO REFUND of fees shall be given. 

· Exhibitors must keep crating and exercise areas clean. Please pick up after yourself and your dogs. We need to keep this great venue available to us and other dog clubs! 

· Any exhibitor whose dogs and/or children create an unnecessary disturbance or repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive behavior may be asked to leave the show grounds and no refund of fees paid will be made. 

· If an exhibitor must be asked to leave the show grounds for any reason, they will not be issued a refund. 

· There will be no refund after the closing date for dogs that are withdrawn, with the exception of bitches in season or sick/ injured dogs if we are provided with a vet’s certificate.
